Ride Description: Ride leaves Idleglen early Friday morning and heads north to a cabin in the
Gould area.

What is the planned route for the ride? Depart Idleglen on the Stillwater Pass Road/Trail, turn
north onto the lllinois Pass Trail to connect to the Gould trail system, to Gould and the cabin.

Each rider brings their own lunches, snacks & on-sled safety
gear. Sleeping bag, change of clothing, personal gear, etc., can be dropped off for
transportation to the cabin.
